· Head Coach, Assistant Coach, Team Parent
· Must be registered through the SI Play registration system
· Must have valid background check through SI Play (ChildSafePlus) – Valid for 3 years
· MUST be on a team’s roster (coach notifies Amber)
· Scoreboard/Timer Operator
· Must be registered through the SI Play registration system
· MUST be on a team’s roster
· Must run the scoreboard for at least 5 games (Visitor)
· Teams are allowed 3 Coaches/Team Parents and 1 scoreboard operator (total of 4 team-based volunteers)
· Exceptions – Rookies can have 4 coaches/team parents to allow for coach pitch, 1st base, 3rd base, and someone to coordinate the batting order/dugout chaos.

Practices
· Start the week of April 2
· 2 practice slots per week allocated by League Head (through the month of April –  no sign-outs at first)
· Each slot will be approximately 90 minutes (for example: 5:30 to 7:00 and 7:00 to 8:30 or dark)
· Field Allocations (Days not cast in stone)
· Babe Ruth – Field 1 (Mon, Tues, Wed, Thur, Fri, Sat, Sun)
· Majors – Field 2 (Mon, Tues, Wed, Thur, Fri, Sat, Sun)
· Minors – Field 7 (Mon, Tues, Thur, Fri, Sat, Sun)
· Rookies – Field 4 (Mon, Fri, Sat, Sun) and Field 5 (Mon, Tues, Thur, Fri, Sat, Sun)
· T-Ball – Fields 3, 4, 5, 6, and 7 (Wed)
· 8u Softball – Field 4 (Tues, Thur, Sat, and Sun)
· Junior Softball – Field 6 (Mon, Tues, Thur, Fri, Sat, Sun)
· Senior Softball – Field 3 (Mon, Tues, Thur, Fri, Sat, Sun)
· Field sign outs (LIVE NOW) – SignUpGenius from website www.batesvillebaberuth.com
· Be courteous – 1 sign-out per week once the season starts
Games
· Games will start April 28 (Opening Day) – Most teams will play
· Games will start at 9:00 and run through about 3 or 4
· After Opening Day, games will be scheduled for week day evenings
· 5:30 and 7:00 start time
· Games May 1 through May 19 (approx.)
· Only one game per field per night at PLEX
· Most games at Plex will start at 5:30 (exception – softball)
· T-Ball games will be Wednesday evenings
· 5:30 on Fields 3, 4, 5, 6, and 7
· After May 18 
· there will be 2 games per field per night
· T-Ball will remain on Wednesday nights, but will play at 5:30 and 6:45
· All regular season games are on time limit
· Target of 90 minutes 
· No new inning after 75 minutes
· Runs/inning limit applies to all innings (including the last inning)
· Make-up Games
· Weekends (Please ask parents to leave these weekends available for games)
· May 12/13
· June 9/10
Weeknights – We will try to schedule make-up games for open weeknight time slots first and then use weekend slots. 
· The goal will be to schedule make-ups quickly and NOT push them off to the end of the season.
· 8th grade trip
· We will not schedule games for Babe Ruth or Senior softball for the week of the 8th grade trip 
· Regular season will run until June 14
· Exception – Softball
· Softball – SEISL 
· We will be participating in the Southeastern Indiana Softball League
· Games will be played against teams from East Central, Milan, Manchester, Aurora, Dilsboro, etc.
· Games against SEISL will start no earlier than 6:00 and could be later since most other sites have lights (allows time to drive)
· Home and away (at SEISL sites).
· The regular season length is TBD… it will most likely run until June 23
Team Expectations (Batesville teams - games at Plex)
· Home Team – Keeps the official scorebook
· Away Team – Runs the scoreboard/timer
· Before the first game each day – Home and away teams are responsible to work together to install bases, position/remove pitching mound or pitching machine or confirm pitching rubber distance.
· After the LAST game or practice each evening
· Home Team – Pull bases and store in Home Dugout, fill in low spots/holes, rake dirt from edge of grass into field.
· Away Team – Sweep out dugouts and pick up trash (including under/around bleachers)
· Practices – Please clean up after yourselves. Last team on the field, please pull bases and fill in holes and rake dirt away from edge of grass.
End of Season Tournaments
· Baseball
· June 18 through 29
· Single Elimination
· Regular season will set the seedings
· Full games (no time limits)
· Softball
· End of June/Early July – Dates TBD
· SEISL Tournaments only – based upon numbers right now
Drafts
· Snake Draft
· Take the time to review available players and EVERYONE agree to player ratings
· The ratings in the registration system HAVE NOT been updated
· Draft A’s first, then B’s, then C’s
· Players moving up from the league below are automatically rated as “C” 
· If not enough A’s are left to complete a draft round, they will be added to the B’s
· If not enough B’s are left to complete a draft round, they will be added to the C’s
· Draft order (5 team example)
· Round 1 – 1, 2, 3, 4, 5
· Round 2 – 5, 4, 3, 2, 1
· Round 3 – 1, 2, 3, 4, 5
· Round 4 – 5, 4, 3, 2, 1 (and so on)
· Head Coach can select 1 assistant coach prior to the draft – Head Coach and Assistant can be present at draft
· Any additional coaches would need to be selected after teams are selected
Equipment
· Team Equipment distribution – Week of March 26 (exact days are TBD)
· Contact your league head if something is missing or needs replaced
Uniforms
· Uniforms will be passed out as soon as we can get them in and organized
· Target April 23
· Baseball (Cubs, Indians, Mets, Orioles, Pirates, Rays, Red Sox, Reds, Yankees)
· Hat, shirt, socks
· Pants (Grey) are the responsibility of the parents
· T-Ball (TBD – Major League teams as well this year)
· Hat and shirt
· Softball (Bandits, Force, Glory, Thunder, Racers, Rip Tide)
· Shirt and Socks (Visor TBD)
· Pants (Black) are the responsibility of the parents
· HIGHLY recommend pants for 10u, 12u, and 15u as sliding is expected
· If there is a uniform issue, please contact your league head 
· We have spares or can order replacement
· Still need to have sponsors and numbers printed

Umpires
· Baseball – Trey Heidlage
· Softball – Kyla Ball
· Umpire Cards – Umps will document their names, your names, final score, and other info
· What we expect of you:
· For the most part our umpires are High School or College Kids (our kids) – Cut them some slack
· Judgement calls are NEVER to be questioned during the game
· Balls/Strikes, Fair/Foul, Safe/Out, Infield Fly, interference, etc….
· Examples of what not to do – snide comments, incredulous gestures, or flat out questioning the ump.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]You can ask for clarification (Was that outside, was that low, etc.) but don’t make a habit of it.
· NEVER tell your players or their families that you are getting a raw deal
· Questions about a rule interpretation
· If you believe a rule was interpreted incorrectly, please ask for time and take that to the plate umpire and discuss (please don’t yell across the field)
· If you have a conference with an umpire, invite the opposing coach. 
· Should you feel that your team is constantly being singled out or getting an inordinate amount of bas calls, contact Bill Phipps and we will take a look into it with the appropriate Umpire Chief.
· What we expect of the Umpires
· Two umpires at every game
· Consistent calls over the course of the game
· When in doubt, the umpires should talk
· Stand by their judgement calls (no waffling)
· And what I really want – be loud, be demonstrative, and communicate!
Field Maintenance
· The league is responsible for everything at the Plex
Weather
· Lightning – Follow the posted policy (on website) – For games AND practices
· Lightning Detector – 2 consecutive readings within 8-20 miles range
· Flash to Bang – Thunder is heard within 30 seconds of visible lightning
· Play may resume 30 minutes after
· The last lightning strike within 8-20 miles (Lightning Detector)
· The last strike within 6 miles using Flash to Bang (30 seconds)
Field Closures/Game Cancellations
· The League will make the final decision regarding closure of the fields/suspension of play
1. We will make the call as early as we can
2. There may be times when we will attempt to finish getting the field ready later in the day – In those cases we will need your help
3. If field conditions have deteriorated to the point that you feel it is unsafe for play to continue, please contact a board member for consultation first. Do not suspend play on your own.
Wet Fields
· Practices
1. As a general rule, we will not work fields so that we can practice.
2. Don’t try to work it up on your own to so that you can practice
3. If the league has closed a field, please stay off. If we think outfield practice is OK, we will let you know
4. If we have not closed a field, but it is sloppy/has water standing, please stay off of wet areas
· For example – water standing at home but rest of field OK… simply avoid the area around home plate.
· Games
1. In the case of wet fields, the decision whether to play or not will be made, as early as possible, by the Board and communicated via the website.
· When fields are closed all impacted teams will be notified via SI Play (email and/or text)
· We no longer use the phone line
2. Drying/working fields
· As a general rule we will not expend extraordinary effort to get fields game-ready in May when they are wet.
· If we do decide to dry/work fields – please act only at the direction of Brandon K, Grant, Bill, or Brent.
· Do not rake the water off the field into the grass
· If bags of field dry/field conditioner are set out, please do not use them unless instructed to do so.
· General Methods (Just a little FYI)
1. Remove water where it is pooling
· Use sponges, pumps, syphons
· Use of a blower is OK, but blow ONTO field
· Blowing water into grass would also blow infield dirt into grass, creating a deeper low spot
2. After all water is removed (options)
· If possible – allow to dry naturally (depends upon time until game)
· Break open areas with rake to expose more surface area for drying
· This includes all soft areas, not just where the water was standing
· Break open and add dry dirt
· Break open and add conditioner or field dry (last resort)
3. Test the area and then rake smooth
4. Line the fields
Misc.
· Balls on nets
· If the pole is not out, leave the balls on the net.
· PLEASE, PLEASE – do not throw gloves, other balls, water bottles, etc. at the nets
· If the pole is out, please do NOT
· Allow kids to use/play with it
· Poke balls out so that they will hit spectators (with the balls or the pole)
· Equipment
· Please make sure all equipment is returned from where you found it
· Rakes and other field maintenance items
· Portable Mounds and Pitching machines
· Screens
· Fences
· Please do not allow anyone to climb on the fences
· Please do not HIT into the fences
· Fields 6 and 7
· Do NOT drive a car/truck on the gravel between Fields 6 and 7
· AED
· The Plex now has an AED
· Thank YOU MMCH!
· It is located in the women’s restroom. All coaches will be given the restroom codes
· We highly encourage all coaches to be trained on AED use
· Next class – TBD
